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Introduction

In fact, the primary role of a parent is to offer encouragement, support and proper guidance to
their ward especially during the secondary school years as it is the time when students begin to
find their way in life. It is generally shown that such children having good parent- children
relationship have better grades.

Rationale for constructing the scale

There are several research instruments available to measure the teachers encouragement
towards school students. But, no specific scale is available to measure the teachers
encouragement towards higher secondary school students. Hence, there is a need to construct and
validate a scale to measure the teacher’s encouragement towards higher secondary school
students.

Item pooling

At the beginning, the investigator referred many books, journals, websites and frequent
discussion with the principals, teachers, students and experts in the field of education and
psychology. Based on these, the investigator framed a draft scale consisting of 46 statements. For
the purpose of scoring, numerical values were assigned to each of five categories of responses,
i.e., ‘5’ for strongly agree,’4’ for agree, ‘3’ for undecided ‘2’ for disagree and ‘1’ for strongly
disagree.

Pilot study

A pilot study was conducted on a random sample of 100 higher secondary students studying
in 10 Higher Secondary Schools located in Chennai and Thiruvallur Districts of Tamil Nadu.
While administering the scale, the purpose of the study was explained to the students and
sufficient time was given to them and they were assured that their responses would be kept
confidential and it will be used only for the research purpose.

Item Selection

The pilot scale consists 46 statements. The maximum score for each statement is 5 and
minimum score is 1. In this way one can get a maximum score of 230, and a minimum score of
46. For the purpose of determining the degree to which each item is effective is discriminating
high and low an item analysis of the data obtained from the above sample has undertaken by two
extreme groups (high and low).

All the 46 responses of 100 subjects were scored and total scores were arranged in an order
from highest to lowest. Then the upper 27percent of the total responses and lower 27 percent of
the total responses were taken into consideration for measuring significance of difference of
means to know the item validity followed by scoring, the responses were subjected to critical
ratio analysis of*t’.

In the present study, only such of those items having the satisfied level of’t” value were
selected. It may remember that the scale used in the pilot study has 46 statements in total. Out of
these 46 statements, only 31 statements were selected and are presented in Table 2. These 31

statements were taken for the final form of the Teachers Encouragement Scale.

Arithmetic mean and standard deviation for all the 46 items were calculated. Then the critical
ratio‘t” was calculated for all the items between the lower and the upper groups. If the‘t’ value
of the items greater than 1.96, then the item was found to be valid and accepted. If the‘t’ value
is less than 1.96, then the item was invalid and rejected. For the final study only 31 statements
were selected and 15 statements were deleted.

Reliability

Reliability refers to the accuracy of measurement by the test. Testing for reliability is
important as it refers to the consistency across the parts of a measuring instrument (Huck,
2007).In this study, co-efficient of internal consistency has been found to be 0.78 by the spilt-
half method and followed by the use of Spear’s Man —Brown Formula. The intrinsic validity was
established by calculating the square root of reliability co-efficient i.e. 0.78 = 0.87. The
calculated co-efficient indicates that the constructed scale possess the reliability at significant
level.

Validity

Validity is defined as the extent to which an instrument measured what it claimed to measure
(Donald Ary, et al, 2010).Validity explains how well the collected data covers the actual area of
investigation (Ghauriand Gronhaug, 2005). Validity means the measure what is intended to be
measured (field, 2005). Face validity refers to researchers’ subjective assessments of the
presentation and relevance of the measuring instrument as to whether the items in the
instrument appear to be relevant, reasonable , unambiguous and clear (Oluwatayo,2012). The
Teachers Encouragement Scale was given to 10 experts in order to ascertain its face validity. All
the experts opined that the statements in the scale are relevant. Therefore, the scale has face
validity.
